In 2001 he became a member of what was at that time, a
little known organization, the United States Green Building Council (USGBC — controlling entity
of LEED building practices). In that same year CoveringseTC launched a new collection of hard
surface design finish materials with recycled content - ECOverings™. These product lines are
recognized not only for high post consumer recycled content and sustainable manufacturing
processes but also for design and innovation. ECOverings has been garnered with several
prestigious awards - Best New Eco-Product Award from Interior Design Magazine for Bio Glass
in 2008; Best New Innovative Material Award at ICFF for Bio-Luminum in 2009; the international
Red Dot design award for sustainable materials in 2010; and Mr. Mizrahi was recently honored
as a “green designer” at the Cooper-Hewitt National Design Museum in their category for
sustainable materials.

In addition to CoveringseTC, Mr. Mizrahi is also the developer of the “green campus” project
Miami Iron Side (MIS) which has transformed a vacant industrial zone in Miami’s upper east
side into a vibrant mixed use destination.
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
